APPLICATIONS FOR CHILDREN TO BE ADMITTED INTO A CLASS OUTSIDE OF THEIR NORMAL AGE GROUP 
Parents have the right to request, but not insist, that their child be considered for admission to a class 
outside of their normal age group.  This could be the case, for example, if a child is gifted and talented, has 
experienced problems such as ill health, or that the child is summer born, ie a child born between 1st April 
and 31st August.  Parents who wish for their child to be considered for admission to a class outside of their 
normal age group must make an application for the normal age group in the first instance.  Parents must 
then submit a formal request to the Local Governing Body for the child to be considered for a different age 
group class instead.  This request should be in the form of a written letter of application outlining the 
reasons why they wish for their child to be considered to be admitted into a class outside of their normal 
age group and enclosing any supportive evidence and documentation that they wish to be taken into 
account as part of that request.

APPEALS

ADMISSION TO THE SIXTH FORM 
The school operates a sixth form for a total of 250 pupils. 150 places overall will be available in Year 12.

Both internal and external pupils wishing to enter the sixth form will be expected to have met the same 
minimum academic entry requirements for the sixth form. These are a minimum of 5GCSE passes at grade 
4 - 9. Please refer to the Sixth Form General Entry Requirements booklet for the specific grading 
requirements.
